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October 2021 Report

TOTAL CALLS RECEIVED -41 MUTUAL AID GIVEN- 1 (Town of Hunter) MUTUAL AID RECEIVED -0

October was exceptionally busy for our Ambulance Service as compared to usual, and that call volume was
topped off by a flooding emergency standby from the 26" to the 27™ of October secondary to the Nor’easter that
caused moderate to heavy rain and wind over a 12 hour period. As the stream gauge at Coldbrook hit 12.4 feet,
many of our area roads were treacherous to travel. Couple that with downed trees and wires from wind, and travel in
this weather can turn downright deadly. Despite proactive measures by Department heads from the Town, as well as
the Fire Departments, a close call was had at around 8:30 PM on the 26™ when a motorist disregarded a very well
marked barrier on Oliverea rd. just before McKinley hollow, and drove their vehicle straight into an impassable
washout. The vehicle became inoperable quickly, and the individual was stranded inside their vehicle surrounded by
cold, rapid floodwater. Big Indian FD, Shandaken Ambulance, Shandaken Police, and a NYSEG crew that happen
to be in the area quickly rescued the ailing motorist. The outcome could have been MUCH worse.

The big takeaway from this incident is that if a roadway is blocked or marked closed by any one of our Town services, it is
blocked for a reason. Generally, the reason is one that is immediately dangerous to the safety and well being of those that may
otherwise travel it. DO NOT PROCEED AROUND BARRIERS -NO MATTER WHAT THE CASE. In this case floodwaters were
moving with deadly force, undermined the road below, and didn’t discriminate as to whether the motorist was familiar with the area or
not (as water never does). According to the National Weather Service- Six inches of water will reach the bottom of most passenger
cars causing loss of control and possible stalling, a foot of water will float most any vehicle, and Two feet of rushing water can carry
away most vehicles including sport utility vehicles (SUV’s) and pick-ups. Be smart and as the old adage goes- TURN AROUND
DON’T DROWN!

COVID UPDATE- As of 11/1, there are 274 active cases of COVID in Ulster County. There are 5 active cases in the Town
of Shandaken at this time. Total cumulative cases in the Town since the beginning of the pandemic have reached 139, with
134 recovered. We still have had no fatalities. Total cumulative cases in the County have reached 19,386, with 290 fatalities.
18,822 cases have successfully recovered. Vaccination rates in Ulster County have reached an impressive 83.5% of the
population above the age of 18, with 130,813 (73.2%) receiving at least one vaccine, and 119,050 (66.7%) completing the
vaccine dose series.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that pursuant to the Town Law of the State of New York

And that said police officer shall have all powers conferred upon police officers by the

general laws of the State of New York including but not limited to and such powers, not
inconsistent with law, as are hereinafter set forth; and that said police officers shall have all
powers designated in § 2.20 of the Criminal Procedure Law of the State of New York and shall
have the following special duties:

1. To enforce all local laws, ordinances and regulations of the Town of Shandaken.

2. To enforce the Vehicle and Traffic Law of the State of New York to the extent that
police officers may be so permitted by the general laws of the State of New York.



3. To enforce such Penal Statutes as police officers are permitted to enforce pursuant to
the general laws of the State of New York, and in furtherance of said special duties police
officers are hereby authorized the use, of a Town Vehicle to be known as a police officer's
vehicle which may be equipped with emergency lights in accordance with applicable sections of
the Vehicle and Traffic Law, and may use the State and County radio to the extent permitted by
the general laws of the State of New York, and may carry fire arms while on duty in compliance
with the general laws of the State of New York pertaining to Police Officers generally.
